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ORGAN RECITAL
By ALAN IRELAND

Over the past twenty-five years with Alan Ireland
as our organist we have been treated to organ
music of the highest standard and Alan’s farewell
concert was no exception to this rule. With his
choice of music he managed to educate, entertain,
charm and uplift the audience in one short hour and a half.

Explaining his choice of music for the evening, Alan told us that
we, in the reformed churches of the United Kingdom tended to
follow a “Hymn Sandwich” for our services, i.e., a hymn, a prayer,
a hymn, a reading, a hymn, a sermon — you get the idea! in addition
the organist introduces a hymn by playing the music of the first two
lines or even the first verse. However, in the Reformed churches on
the continent, the organist will play a chorale by way of introducing
hymns. Bits of the hymn will be interspersed in the musical
variations and improvisations so that the congregation can pick up
and recognise what the next hymn will be.

It was on the continental versions of the hymns that Alan based his
programme. And what an eye-opener this proved to be!

The first section was based on Christmas hymns: Wachet auf ruit
uns die Stimme (Sleepers Awake) by Bach and Flor Peeters, two
men, two nationalities, with two variations of the same hymn. This
was followed by “In Dulce Jubilo” — much more familiar ground,
we thought, with three arrangements by Buxtehude and Bach. One
of which included what seemed like a carillon of bells with gyres of
music ascending to heaven.

From the joy of Christmas the second layer of the concert turned to
the solemnity of Easter with works by Bach, Buxtenhude, Brahms
and Parry. “ Sacred Head Sore Wounded was the inspiration behind
those of Buxtenhude and Brahms, whilst CHH Parry's took “ When
I survey the Wondrous Cross.” As you will appreciate, these are
two very well known frequently sung Easter hymns but the music
we heard based around them was so heartfelt and thought
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provoking! The depth and darkness of Buxtenhude’s music
culminating in a single long note vibrating throughout the
sanctuary was extraordinary.

Alan’s third selection was once again based on hymns we all know
and sing with fervour but how differently they sounded with all the
variations introduced. “Ein Feste Burg” (A Safe Stronghold) and “
Now Thank we all our God” have always seemed strong, almost
ponderous hymns, which can be sung with confidence, strength in
affirmation of our faith but with the creativity of Pachelbel and S.
Karg-Elert and the talent of Alan Ireland they became glorious.
How Alan managed to keep hands, feet, sight and mind co-
ordinating with the pace set in “A Safe Stronghold” is almost
incomprehensible. (It is one of the perks of being an elder on
Communion Sunday that we sometimes catch a glimpse of Alan’s
dexterity and are always awed by it.)

Shakespeare and Alan Ireland are aware that it can be a mistake to
have too much drama and Alan concluded this part of the
programme with a touch of whimsy, which made everyone smile,
as he played “Lumetto” by Kenneth Leighton and we recalled our
younger Sunday School selves to the dancing flute like sounds
interwoven with the music of “Jesus bids us shine.”

The concluding four pieces were Suite Gothique by L. Boellmann -
something which allowed Alan to show his sense of humour as he
introduced them. The “Menuet Gothique” he described as being
something which would be danced by the Addams Family, whilst
“Priere a Notre-Dame” would be romantic, slightly slushy and
French. However he did not prepare us in any way for the final
triumphant glory and golden light of the Toccata, with which he
closed the evening. As a musical layman, I have not got the right
words to describe its beauty.

An evening of awe inspiring, glorious music E'
which filled the sanctuary and touched the soul.
